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I ife and building safety starts
with thoughtful and
thorough enforcement of

State building and local municipal

codes. Some might think of the

Building Division as an entity that

deals primarily with the issuance of

permits and checking of plans,
followed up with field inspections to
ensure compliance with building

standards. However, whether it is a

new project or an addition or
alteration to an existing structure,
life and building safety is an
ongoing process. Maintaining a safe
working or living environment after
the certificate of occupancy is issued
is another important role of the
Building Division. Following are
excerpts taken from a recent tragedy
involving a family residing in a
dwelling unit without electricity.

This example highlights the
importance of a thorough and
diligent code enforcement program
at all phases of a building’s life span.
It also represents a problem the
Department dealt with recently
when complaints were made to the
City Council about enforcement of
safe building occupancy standards.

Apartment Fire Kills 11 Family Members

MARRERO, Louisiana (AP) -- Flames engulfed an apartment where a family was using candles
because their electricity had not yet been turned on, killing 11 people whose exit was blocked when
they tried to drag out a burning mattress, authorities said. Four survivors jumped to safety from a

The victims ranged in age from 6 months to 42 years, police said
candles for light or heat because they had moved into the apartment the day before and didn't
have electricity, Jefferson Parish Sheriff Harry Lee said. A mattress caught fire and the family
became trapped when they tried to haul it outside, he said. "The mattress got jammed in the door so
the mattress actually blocked the only means of escape," Lee said.
