7. Timing for work conducted within jurisdictional waters would be as stated on 
permits from responsible agencies and may be limited. 

 

Timing/Implementation: Prior to issuance of a grading permit. 

Enforcement/Monitoring: City of Redding Development Services Department, 

Transportation Engineering Department, ACOE. 

 

MM 4.2 Any necessary 404 permit from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers shall be obtained 

prior to issuance of a City grading permit that may impact or cause the loss of 

jurisdictional waters as identified by the project delineation verified by the Corps 

(pending verification). Mitigation for the loss of jurisdictional waters and any 

impact upon Federally listed fairy shrimp shall be satisfied in a manner and 

schedule established by the Corps permit.  

 

Timing/Implementation: Prior to issuance of a grading permit. 

Enforcement/Monitoring: City of Redding Development Services Department, 

Transportation Engineering Department. 

 

MM 4.3 The developer shall secure any necessary “1600 permit” from the California 

Department of Fish and Game prior to issuance of City grading permit that would 

impact a stream channel under CDFG jurisdiction 

 

Timing/Implementation:  Prior to construction activities. 

Enforcement /Monitoring:  City of Redding Development Services Department, 

Transportation Engineering Department. 

 

MM 4.4 The developer shall secure any necessary “401 permit” and/or water quality 

certification from the Regional Water Quality Control Board prior to issuance of 

City grading permit that would impact water quality both on and off-site.  

 

Timing/Implementation:  Prior to issuance of a grading permit. 

Enforcement /Monitoring:  City of Redding Development Services Department, 

Transportation Engineering Department. 

 

MM 4.5 A qualified wildlife biologist shall conduct a pre-construction raptor survey during 

April-May, or no more than 30 days prior to construction activities to determine 

the presence or absences of nesting raptors in the Biological Survey Area. Should 

nesting raptors be observed, appropriate spatial and temporal buffers will be 

required by California Department of Fish and Game. Removal of trees greater 

than 12-inch diameter breast height (dbh) shall be removed between September 

1 to March 1 to ensure that active raptor nests are not removed.  

 

Timing/Implementation:  No more than 30 days prior to construction 

activities. 

Enforcement /Monitoring:  City of Redding Development Services Department, 

Transportation Engineering Department. 

 

MM 4.6 All vegetation (i.e., trees, shrubs) that will need to be removed for construction 

shall be cut down between the months of August 1 and February 15 (outside the 

nesting season for the following species: oak titmouse, Lawrence’s goldfinch, 
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Lewis’ woodpecker, and loggerhead shrike) to ensure that active nests are not 

removed as a result of the project. If all vegetation removal associated with 

construction activities is completed between August 1 to February 15, no pre-

construction surveys or additional mitigation is required.  

 

If vegetation removal cannot be accomplished between August 1 and February 

15, the project proponent shall retain a qualified biologist to:  

 

•  Conduct a survey for the nesting bird species listed above in all suitable 

nesting habitat within the project site no more than 30 days prior to any 

construction activity. Active nests located within 500 feet of construction 

activities shall be mapped. If nesting migratory birds are not detected, no 

further mitigation will be necessary.  

 

•  If active nests are located in, or within 500 feet of, construction activities, 

appropriate no-disturbance buffer zones shall be established. Construction 

activities shall be prohibited within the Glen Brook Estates Biological Resource 

Assessment Redding, CA May 2006 17 buffer zone until the end of the nesting 

season (late July to early August), or until the young have fledged. The 

qualified biologist shall monitor the nest to determine when the young have 

fledged and submit weekly reports throughout the nesting season. Also, signs 

will be placed locating areas to be avoided.  

 

•  If necessary, identified nest trees may only be removed prior to the onset of 

the nesting season (March) or after the young have fledged (late July to early 

August).  

 

Timing/Implementation: August 1 through February 15 outside of the nesting 

season identified herein. Prior to issuance of a 

grading permit. 

Enforcement/Monitoring: City of Redding Development Services Department. 

 

With the implementation of the mitigation measures outlined and incorporated herein, the City 

of Redding has determined that the project will have a less than significant impact on biological 

resources.  

Cultural Resources. This section of the NOP/IS considered and evaluated the potential impacts 

of the proposed project on cultural and paleontological resources. Cultural resources include 

historic buildings and structures, historic districts, historic sites, prehistoric and historic 

archaeological sites, and other prehistoric and historic objects and artifacts. Paleontological 

resources include vertebrate, invertebrate, or plant fossils.  

During circulation of the NOP/IS, a representative of the Winnemen Tribe expressed concern 

over the presence of a 25 home village not identified in the NOP/IS or archaeological study. On 

August 28, 2007, a site visit was made with the archaeologist, the City of Redding and the 

representative from the tribe. During the visitation It was determined that the village site was not 

located within the current project boundaries. However, the location of the prehistoric village 

site does increase the sensitivity level for buried prehistoric cultural material in the southern 

portion of the project area. As a result of this visitation and consultation, the archaeological 

evaluation performed in July 2005 was updated on August 2007 and mitigation measure MM 5.3 

and MM 5.4 are added and made a part herein of the project: 
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MM 5.1 In the event evidence of cultural resources should appear during construction, 

work shall be diverted from that area. Construction operations shall stop within 3 

meters (10 feet) of exposure of any unanticipated significant cultural material of 

the prehistoric or historic periods until a qualified archaeologist can evaluate the 

find (see 36 CFR 800.11.1 and pertinent CEQA regulations).  

Timing/Implementation: As a condition of project approval, and 

implemented during construction activities. 

Enforcement/monitoring:  City of Redding Development Services Department. 

 

MM 5.2 If human remains are discovered, all work must stop in the immediate vicinity of 

the find, and the Shasta County Coroner shall be contacted immediately in 

accordance with Section 5097.98 of the State Public Resources Code and 

Section 7050.5 of California’s Health and Safety Code. If the remains are 

determined to be Native American, the coroner will notify the Native American 

Heritage Commission, and follow the procedures outlined in CEQA Section 

15064.5(d) and (e) shall be followed.  

Timing/Implementation: As a condition of project approval, and 

implemented during construction activities. 

Enforcement/monitoring:  City of Redding Development Services Department. 

 

New mitigation measures added as a result of site visitation with Winnemem Wintu tribe: 

MM 5.3 An archaeological monitor shall be on site for all ground moving activities in the 

southern portion of the site (as noted in Figure 1 of the Archaeological Evaluation 

Revised August 2007), and an archaeological monitor shall be on site for any 

ground moving activities within 300 feet either side of the ephemeral stream that 

runs through the center of the project area. In addition, an archeological monitor 

shall be on call to assess any unexpected archaeological discovery.  

Timing/Implementation: As a condition of project approval, and 

implemented during construction activities. 

Enforcement/monitoring:  City of Redding Development Services Department. 

 

MM 5.4 If prehistoric or ethnohistoric resources are discovered during construction or 

earth-disturbing activities, a qualified Native American monitor shall be retained.  

Timing/Implementation: As a condition of project approval, and 

implemented during construction activities. 

Enforcement/monitoring:  City of Redding Development Services Department. 

 

With the implementation of the mitigation measures outlined and incorporated herein, the City 

of Redding has determined that the project will have a less than significant impact on cultural 

resources. See Attachment C in this section for documentation from the City of Redding. The 

updated archaeological evaluation is included as Appendix 3.0-1. 

Hazards and Hazardous Materials: This section described the existing hazardous material 

conditions within the project area and analyzed the potential risk of such materials on 

environmental and human safety. The NOP/IS determined that the project will have a less than 
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significant impact on hazards and hazardous materials and would not be further discussed in this 

RDEIR. 

Hydrology and Water Quality: This section of the NOP/IS described watershed features within the 

project area, and addressed potential drainage issues associated with storm water and 

flooding, surface water quality, groundwater, and exposure of structures to flood hazards. The 

NOP/IS determined that the application of City and state regulatory requirements would reduce 

potential impacts on flooding and water quality from the project to less than significant and 

would not be further discussed in this RDEIR. 

Population, Housing, and Employment: This section discussed the population, housing, and 

employment settings for the project area, as well as potential impacts associated with the 

proposed project. The project density is consistent with the City of Redding General Plan Land 

Use diagram. The impact associated with the project population to the surrounding area would 

be compatible. The NOP/IS determined that the project will have a less than significant impact 

on population and housing and would not be further discussed in this RDEIR.  

Public Services: This section included an assessment of significance for identified public services 

and an evaluation of potential impacts to community services that could result from 

implementation of the Highland Park Subdivision project. Community services include: fire 

protection and emergency medical services, law enforcement, schools, and parks. The NOP/IS 

determined that the project will have a less than significant impact on public services and would 

not be further discussed in this RDEIR. 

Recreation: This section described the recreational resources within the project study area, and 

the applicable regulations that govern those resources. The NOP/IS determined that the project 

will have no impact on existing recreational uses and includes parkland dedication and 

pedestrian trail development. Recreation will not be further discussed in this RDEIR.  

Utilities and Service Systems: This section described the existing utility and service systems in the 

Highland Park Subdivision project area and identified the potential impacts on these systems as 

a result of the proposed project. The NOP/IS determined that the project will have a less than 

significant impact on utilities and service systems and would not be further discussed in this 

RDEIR.
